Assignment:

(Repeating students
will do additional rhythm drill exercises.)

3. In-class performance of 3-4 songs for evaluation, including final recital.

4. Short research essays (appropriate for program notes) for each song performed.

5. Listening assignments - live concerts, recordings, and online.

6. Maintain a practice diary for submission.

7. Repeating students will be held to higher standards of performance with each course
repetition.
