All of these topics have been covered in the face-to-face iterations of the course via a combination of critical reading, lecture, video content, group discussion and projects, individual writing assignments, and objective assessments.  Distance Education delivery allows for very similar sorts of interactions and engagements although the mode of the experience differs.  A combination of recorded web lectures, video tutorials, interactive tools (Quizlet, Mindomo, etc), virtual group discussion platforms, e-books and pdfs, as well as the potential inclusion of an optional virtual museum collection tour will be used to fully covers all Topics and Scope for the course.

3. Assignments:

Weekly reading assignments of between 20-50 pages – these assignments will be from a combination of ebooks, pdf articles, and pdf book chapters.
Written homework (study questions on assigned reading) – students will be responsible for online submission of SSRP (super short response papers) which will be composed on the content of the weekly reading.
Quizzes on readings – Timed online interactive quizzes can be given using a combination of short answer, essay, true/false, and multiple choice/multiple answer to assess reading comprehension and memory.
2-4 objective exams – Timed online exams can be given on all materials covered in the course will be given using a combination of short answer, essay, true/false, and multiple choice/multiple answer.
2-4 essay exams – Essay exams requiring the students submit short essay responses to specific prompts will be posted and submitted online with students being required to submit the essay exams during a particular period of time.
A research paper of 5-7 pages- Tutorials, online resources, and exercises will be offered on techniques on virtual library research, style formatting, and research paper writing.  Students will choose paper topics in consultation with the professor and will fulfill all individual portions of the research paper process culminating in the online submission of the final draft of the research paper. Students will schedule at least 1 15 minute appointment with the professor to discuss their research topic choice and research planning in the first 6 weeks of the course. The appointment can be conducted during virtual office hours, via a live discussion session, or over another web based contact method decided upon by the student and the professor.
Optional field trips, virtual or in-person – Professor will schedule and offer options for a virtual museum tour collection or an independently conducted trip by the student to view a collection of their choice. The optional field trip should be accompanied by a brief description of the trip and should identify specific objects on display that the student found interesting and why.
Optional presentations – Using a live interaction platform, students and the professor can meet or individually record a presentation on their chosen topic of research.  Presentations can utilize PowerPoint, video, etc. and can be presented for viewing either synchronously or asynchronously.
Discussions and/or debates – Using a group discussion platform, the professor 
will form student groups and assign topics for discussion. Students can choose to 
meet synchronously or asynchronously to respond to question prompts.
