You download some of your reading assignments, and you submit all of your written assignments via the
class website. | will respond to your emails within 24 hours Monday to Friday. | generally do not respond to emails
on the weekend.

2. Due Dates Assignments are generally due at the start of the class period it is due (unless otherwise indicated by
the instructor). An assignment is late if it is not uploaded to Canvas by the start of the class on the date it is due, or
by the alternative time indicated by the professor.



3. As ageneral rule, | DO NOT accept late assignments. An assignment is late if it is not uploaded to the class
website using the link indicated in the assignment by the specified due date and time. | will make exceptions to this
general rule in special circumstances. You must email me a detailed explanation of the special circumstances for my
consideration. | am much more accommodating if you negotiate an extension at least 24 hours prior to the due date.

4. All of your grades will be posted on CANVAS. Unless otherwise notified, | will update your grade 10-14 days
after an assignment is due. If | grant you an extension on your assignment, it will take me longer to update your
grade. It is your responsibility to check your grades on CANVAS, and let me know ASAP if | have not posted your
grade by mistake, or if | have posted an incorrect grade.

5. There will be several opportunities for Extra Credit. These opportunities are events or activities announced in
class. Extra credit cannot exceed 30 points. Each extra credit assignment is 10 points. To submit extra credit, write a
300-500 word evaluation of the event or activity you attended. Email it to me with the subject line “Extra Credit.” |
grade the extra credit at the end of the semester only if it will change your grade. In other words, extra credit will not
show up in the grade book so do not look for it.
