Please make many mistakes, ask questions often, 
and encourage your classmates to do the same.

Mute your device during zoom classes when background 
noise is present or while another person is speaking. Additionally, please use 
appropriate speech and clothing for interactive video classes and refrain from eating, 
drinking and chewing gum into the microphone during zoom classes.
