Tentative Course Schedule

Each class session will consist of a combination of the following three components:
1. A mini-lecture, and/or
2. A problem-solving session, and/or
3. time for independent study.

During the 8-week class, the content covered will include:
e Social Studies topics like the three branches of the United States government,
o Writing Skills like composing a paragraph and writing a persuasive essay, and
e Auxiliary Skills like determining a cause and its effect and interpreting data and statistics found in social studies
passages.

NOTE: This class will not cover basic writing skills.
For ways to gain these skills, please see the Basic Writing Skill Development document found at the end of this
syllabus.

Suggestions on How to Succeed in CSKLS 731/732

1. While in class, listen actively and take notes, apply new concepts to practice problems, and ask questions
of both the instructor and fellow students. Class time is your chance to get the help and explanations you
need so you don’t have to struggle to learn the material on your own.

2. Attend every scheduled class. In the event you miss a class, you’ll have at least three ways to stay informed:
a) Login to the CANVAS course website. This online resource may contain information about each class topic;
b) Login to the Essential Education GED/HISET Academies in which lessons and practice are provided; and
c) Find a buddy who is willing to share his/her notes.

Basic Writing Skill Development

Once students have begun to prepare to take a High School Equivalency test (either the GED or
the HIiSET), they may discover a need to strengthen their basic writing skills. The GED/HIiSET
Prep classes for Language Arts (Reading and Writing — CSKLS 731 and CSKLS 732) typically do
not cover writing skills at a basic level.

Read through the following Santa Rosa Junior College class offerings. Students who find they
need to learn or strengthen their writing skills may benefit from taking one or more of these

classes. Non-native speakers of English may find an ESL class is a better fit. Please refer to the
Schedule of Classes or the SRJC ESL Department for more information.

CSKLS 312.1 — Sentences & Paragraphs
This course covers the basic grammatical construction and punctuation of a variety of
sentence types and includes methods for correcting fragment sentences and run-ons.
Students will apply concepts to short written compositions.

CSKLS 312.2 — Punctuation
This course covers the basic punctuation rules for commas, semicolons, apostrophes,
and quotations. Students will incorporate the rules in short written compositions.

8 — week class [Offers late-start options]
1 unit*

CSKLS 312.3 — Style and Organization
This course covers the basic grammar, style, and organization needed for clear
sentences and coherent paragraphs. Students will apply skills to short written
compositions.

8 — week class [Offers late-start options]
