CSKLS 731, GED/HISET Prep: Math (Part 1)

Course Description

This brief, eight-week course will provide instruction and individualized learning plans to primarily prepare for the math
portion of the GED or HiSET test. It will also highlight science application of math concepts and strengthening reading
skills.
