4. A minimum of one hour of outside practice isrequired for each hour of in-class rehearsal.

5. Thefinal exam will be a public concert.

6. Each semester, the selected repertoire may dictate additional assignments in order to meet the
requirements for that literature.

Students repeating Jazz Combo Ensemble will be held to higher standards of performance with
each repetition.
