Emergency Distance Education Addendum

Overview Statement: Department of Theatre and Fashion

Theatre and Fashion are inherently in-person and hands-on disciplines, requiring the direct interaction of

human beings in the same space and using discipline-specific equipment and facilities to do so. Therefore,

the majority of courses within our department (made up of Theatre Arts, Fashion, and SRT) are intended to

be taught face-to-face. While we have submitted Emergency Distance Education Addenda for all courses

in our department, we stress that these are all solutions for an emergency situation only and the majority of

our curriculum will return to face-to-face instruction as soon as conditions allow.

In light of recent emergencies, we have been forced by circumstances beyond our control to adapt our

curriculum to online-only instruction. Remarkably, we have made the transition successfully by applying a

substantial amount of collaborative problem solving, as well as the use of new technology. In many cases,

all SLOs have been met without needing alteration. In some cases, SLOs, instruction methodology, and/or

scheduling have been altered as minimally as possible to preserve the integrity of the curriculum. When

neither option was possible at the time, courses were cancelled or not scheduled. However, this is a

continually changing situation for our disciplines. New solutions are emerging that were not present when

we started dealing with emergency closures, solutions that may allow us to offer or complete courses online

in an emergency that we were unable to offer or complete last spring or this fall.

Many of our courses are tied to our production program in which students construct, rehearse, and perform

for live audiences. In order to preserve that crucial learning experience for our students during the Covid-

19 closures, we have moved to virtual productions this school year. Productions are rehearsed and

performed live via one or more online platforms (Zoom, OBS, etc.). Construction of elements are done in

individual homes with tools and kits distributed via approved methods. Tasks such as fittings, makeup

coaching, and hairstyling coaching are done remotely via Zoom or Facetime, etc. For production elements

that require precise synchronization such as singing or dancing numbers, actors are pre-recorded separately;

then, their performances are edited together. These pre-recorded segments are interspersed with the live

performance elements. In all cases, the SLOs of the courses are intact. The methods have changed, but the

outcomes are the same.

Further Details

• For those courses in which one or more SLOs cannot be met without some face-to-face instruction, we

will apply for permission from the District and Sonoma County officials, when appropriate. Should those

requests not be approved, the documented modification of SLOs on the addendum goes into effect.

• Any course in our curriculum that requires the attendance at an SRJC production will still be able to meet

that course requirement by attending a live virtual performance.

• Any course in our curriculum that requires participation in an SRJC production will still be able to meet

that course requirement using online techniques to do so.

• Timing of an Emergency: The timing of emergency situations can vary drastically and that can impact

how our courses adapt to the situation. The requirements of many of our classes change over the course of

a semester because they are connected with the construction, rehearsal, and performance of different types

of productions. In other words, these courses are based on cumulative learning with one or more major

assessment events. Therefore, the successful completion of certain SLOs in our curriculum is dependent on

when an emergency occurs. It is impossible to fully document how the courses will be handled in such

cases because the reason for this documentation–the timing of an emergency–is inherently unpredictable.
