Course Description
This brief, eight-week course will provide instruction to primarily prepare for the math portion of the GED or HiSET test.
It will also highlight science application and strengthening reading skills.

Student Learning Outcomes
At the conclusion of this course, the student should be able to:

1. Apply basic concepts of whole numbers, decimals, percentages, ratios, and proportions in analyzing and solving
real-world problems.

2. Demonstrate comprehension of science basics.

3. Demonstrate academic skills including the use of basic technology for success in an academic environment.
