During this course we will explore the basics of Photoshop, including selection, layers, painting, image
sources and copyright, and resolution. In addition, the class discusses simple automations, image repair,
correcting image color and tone, a few fun filters, and the creation of complex composite images.

This course is asynchronous and online. If you need help, please reach out (email/text) to
schedule a 1:1 appointment via Zoom. You will follow guided tutorials in your required textbook and
complete assignments that focus on different aspects of Photoshop. This gives you a very flexible study
schedule, but also requires that you work in a self-disciplined and independent manner.

This is no longer available in
printed format, but you can view or download it on the Adobe site.

If you are doing your work during class and/or in a campus lab, | suggest you purchase a 16 or 32 GB
flash drive to save your assignments on.

Hardware/Software Requirements

To take this class you should have access to the following:

o Software: You should have access to Adobe Photoshop either on your home computer or in the
SRJC labs or library. (Last | checked, they did not have the latest version of Photoshop, but it was
new enough to complete the assignments.)

¢ | recommend using CollegeBuys (https://shop.collegebuys.org/articles/ACC_Student39_Landing.htm)
to get the Adobe Creative Suite for $39.99 for 6 months (or $79.98 for 12 months). This can take a
while to process, so please make this purchase ASAP, as we only have 8 weeks of class! Note:
CollegeBuys purchases require an SRJC email address.

e Or, the Adobe Creative Suite (https://www.adobe.com/creativecloud/buy/students.html)_ does have a
student option available - $19/month for the first year - when purchasing from their website. Note:
This also requires an SRJC email address.

» Alternatively, you can download a free 7 day trial version of the software

(https://www.adobe.com/downloads.html)_ from the Adobe website, though you may end up paying full
price per month with that option if/when you decide to buy.

» Relatively powerful computer: either a PC running a recent version of Windows or Mac OS with at
least 4GB of RAM. Photoshop will not run on old or under-powered computers! Be sure to check the
latest minimum requirements for running Photoshop.

 Web Browser: Chrome is the browser recommended for optimal working in Canvas. If you choose to
use a different browser, make sure it's a recent update.

SRJC Computer Labs, Library, and IT Dept

Photoshop is installed on the computers in labs and at the library but it may be an older version. To make
use of a computer lab you must have a valid student ID card. If you do not have a computer at home,
you can contact the SRJC IT department about getting a student loaner laptop.
