COURSE DESCRIPTION 
Students will continue the concepts developed in Art 112A (Intermediate Figure 
Drawing) involving more initiative, individual expression, and experimentation with 
media, methods, and materials. 

STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES 
Upon completion of this course, students will be able to: 

• Create a portfolio of figure drawings that reveal a range of perceptual insight, 
organizing strategies, and expressive approaches. 

• Create an array of anatomical, proportional, and expressive figure drawings with a 
broad variety of wet and dry drawing materials. 

• Synthesize skills and perceptions to comprehensively translate three-dimensional 
space to two dimensional, illusionistic space. 

• Demonstrate individual metacognitive approaches that access a more open process 
of inquiry and insightful self-evaluation. 

COURSE OBJECTIVES 
1. Master the concept of gesture and use gesture to express the essential action of the 

figure. 
2. Analyze and portray the figure accurately in correct proportion. 
3. Identify key landmarks of human anatomy and represent them in figure drawings. 
4. Experiment with a variety of black and white and colored media to created accurate 

values and flesh tones. 
5. Sustain a drawing from sketch to completion while remaining open to revisions in 

the drawing. 
6. Identify some masters of figure drawing from the past and present. 
7. Create a personal approach to drawing the figure. 
8. Critique one's own and other students' figure drawings. 

GRADING CRITERIA 
20% Attendance — Attendance will be taken at the beginning of class. Arrival after 
five minutes past the start time will be considered tardy. Students are expected to be 
present and prepared with materials during the entire studio period. Tardiness or 
leaving early will affect the student’s grade. Three tardies equal one absence. (See 



SRJC official attendance policy below. Three absences can lower your overall grade 
by one letter grade.) 
20% Participation — Students are expected to participate consistently in class 
discussions and critiques and to contribute to the positive energy in the classroom. 
Class Critiques are a key element of an in-person class and your presence and 
participation will count towards this grade. Be on time for critiques. Enthusiasm, effort 
and growth affect your grade.  
60% Assignments — Completed projects, sketch exercises, and digital portfolio 
make up the assignments for this course. Assignments not turned in on time will be 
accepted, but they will automatically lose points with greater deduction for greater 
lateness. Review of class projects in the portfolio will be at the middle and end of the 
semester. An assignment grade is based on the student’s grasp of concepts, ability to 
apply the concepts in an effective and innovative way, craftsmanship and 
presentation. 

SRJC ATTENDANCE POLICY 
I. Students are expected to attend all sessions of the class in which they are enrolled. 

Any student with excessive absences may be dropped from the class. 
II. Excessive Absence is defined: Any student may be dropped from any class when 

those students’ absences exceed ten percent (10%) of the total class time. In studio 
classes that meet twice a week for 3 hours each meeting, that would be an absence 
of 4 or more classes. 3 tardies = 1 absence.

CLASS CONDUCT

large amount of important information and discussion takes place informally during 
class and headphones inhibit with that and interfere with “eavesdrop learning”. Cell 
phones just don’t belong in a figure drawing class. 

STUDIO MODEL ETIQUETTE 
We will have a live nude model in class most days. Please be considerate and 
respectful.  

Students should be ready to draw at the time set in the schedule.  The door will be 
locked when the model is in pose.   
Respect the model. Do not approach the modeling stand.  Keep noise to a minimum.  
Address the model only when they initiate conversation.  Never comment about the 
model’s appearance or pose. Questions about mechanics like proportion or shading 
should be addressed to the instructor. Call the instructor over and speak softly, 
directly to the instructor. 
No one is allowed in the room who is not enrolled in the class unless pre-arranged 
with the instructor. The model and the instructor have the right to dismiss anyone who 
acts in an objectionable way.  
Photography of the model is strictly prohibited.
